e As part of the new government’s mandate, the University will not be charging for
English language learning.

e AVED has confirmed funding for the 2017-2018 CapU Aboriginal Service Plan. This
will enable the University to continue work with connecting learners to CapU from
Sechelt, Squamish, Musqueam, Tsleil Waututh, and Lil’'wat communities, as well as
continue language and culture programming in Sechelt, Squamish and Lil’'wat
communities.

e Capilano is a primary sponsor for a forum on “Acting Against Racism” on September
14t at the Kay Meek Centre. As part of the sponsorship, 10 reserved seats are
available for the campus community, and everyone was encouraged to attend.

e Some issues were raised around the new residence and these will be forwarded to
the appropriate area for follow up.

e Kudos were presented for the bike share between the new University residence and
campus.
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e Senators were encouraged to respond to a survey which will shortly be distributed
by the leadership task force.

e Senators were informed of a special discount for those wishing to attend the Art of
Leadership forum on October 26™.

e The Chancellor spoke on the University exploring possible program funding
opportunities that may be available from the Vancouver Foundation.
