8. Committee Reports

8.1  Academic Planning and Program Review Committee
Presented by: Michael Thoma

The Committee met on Tuesday, August 27, at which time the Program Review
for the Bachelor of Business Administration, Diploma in Business Administration,
Certificate in Business Administration, and Advanced Certificate in Business
Administration was brought to the Committee for approval that all steps in the
program review process were successfully completed.

The Committee was provided an overview of the program review for the
credentials in Business Administration, including excerpts from the External
Review. The Committee’s role and approach was to approve the process, rather
than content, and to ensure that all steps in the Program Review process were
successfully completed, foster institutional accountability for the
implementation of action plans, and enhance institutional awareness of planned
changes to programs and an understanding of common challenges and strengths.
During the Committee’s review of the program review, questions arose regarding
the number of doctorates in faculty, references to alumni in the review, which
may contribute to the acknowledged need for a robust differentiation strategy,
and clarification for resources necessary to implement changes.

Recommendation:

e That Senate accept for information the Program Review process has been
completed for the Bachelor of Business Administration, Diploma in Business
Administration, Certificate in Business Administration, and Advanced Certificate
in Business Administration.
