North Vancouver, B.C. January 18, 2024 — Capilano University has added the
Bachelor of Early Childhood Care and Education (ECCE) degree to its programs

The University announced its plans for the CapU Squamish campus in August of
2023 and is planning to enrol about 120 students for Fall 2024. The
announcement also noted that CapU is exploring options to open a new child
care centre on the Squamish campus in the future.
